Approval of the Minutes from Prior Meetings

Reports
ChairOReport

GAPSA Chair Andrew Rennekamp thanked the entire Executive Board for al that its
members have done. Mr. Rennekamp stated that GAPSAis off to a good start.

VPUL Lunch

Mr. Rennekamp statedthat the lunch with the Vice Provost for University Lifeis scheduled
for 12pm Wednegay, October 1% and thisis the same day asthe GAPSA-Provost
Interdisciplinary Awards Reception. Mr. Rennekamp stated that any Executive Member may
attend and should email him if anyone would like to go. As of now, Vice Chair for Equity and
Access Esther Agbaje, Interim Vice Chair for International Affairs Natalie Williams, Vice
Chair for Social ActivitiesJessicaKim and Vice Chair for Finance Christa Heywardwill be
attending. Ms. Heyward statedthat this meeting originally was supposed to be a meeting with
underrepresented students that Brian organized Mr. Rennekamp stated that this meetingis
not solely for GAPSA and that GAPSAIs not bringing any agendaitems to this meeting.

Rennekamp stated that if alcohol isservedat an event in Houston Hall, there is specific
protocol to regster this event properly. First Vice Chair Alejandro Hagan statedthat he
could find out how to regster this event and Vice Chair for Operations Sard Smith stated
that she could help out aswell. Vice Chair for Professional Students Mat Abramsky asked
whether invitations to this event hadbeen sent out. Mr. Rennekamp statedthat they had
beensent. Mr. Abramsky suggested that each Executive Member remember which school
they promoted GAPSA at that school ONew Student Orientation and ensure that the
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Presdent of that school attends the G12 Reception. Mr. Abramsky stated that thiswould be
very valuable for the Professional Council. Mr. Rennekamp stated that since former Vice
Chair for International Affairs Saurabh Madaan had previously promoted GAPSA at the
Engineering School ONSO, Ms. Williams should contact that school Ostudent government
presdent. Vice Chair for Communications Alexandra Kotsovos stated that this reception is
not listedon the GAPSAwebsite under the events section. Mr. Rennekamp statedthat this
event islistedunder the special events section. Ms. Smith stated she could send out a contact
list for the G12 Leaders. Mr. Rennekamp askedwhether the event should be extendedto
each school O®ntire governmental board. Ms. Heyward stated that if only the school
governmentsOpresdents attend, 12 peoplewould attend. Mr. Hagan asked how much money
should be spent on this event. Mr. Abramsky notedthat the Executive Board had previously
decided not to invite the GA representativesto this event. Mr. Rennekamp stated that
including the Executive Board members, 24 people would attend if only the school
governmentsOpresdentswere invited Mr. Abramsky suggestedinviting 2 more people from
each school begdes the presdents. These extra two people per school could be a school
representative or a GA representative. Ms. Heyward notedthat at last yearO$512 Reception,
one other person from each school wasinvitedto attend. Mr. Abramsky suggested
contacting the preddents to notify them that 2 extra people are invitedto attend.

University Council Steering Committee

Mr. Rennekamp statedthat the first meeting of the University Council Steering Committee
met today to address and focus on five issues:
1. Discussion of diversity issuesand initiativeson campus
2. Discussion of campuslifeissues. affordade housing for graduate students, dining
services retail options, and Penn Transit.
3. Dialogue on PennOsnvolvement in Wes Philadelphia and the greater
Philadelphia community
4. Analysisof international issues. How doesthe University support international
students and scholars on campus and how doesthe University protect and
communicate with students and scholars who are studying and conducting research
alroad, particularly when there is an emergency in the regon where the studert is
studying.
5. Discussion on metricsused by the University to measure the quality and
effectiveness of programsat Penn and how the reaults are communicated to the
University community

Ms. Heyward stated that underrepresented students face similar issues; however, Ms. Heyward
was unsure of any mechanisms at the graduate school level. Ms. Kim stated that similar issues
surround recruiting facuty. Mr. Rennekamp stated that the committee focused on faculty

Mr. Rennekamp statedthat the Council will be looking at diversity issues on
campus and the interaction between Penn and Weg Philly. Mr. Rennekamp was pleased with
the reallts from this meeting.

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Vice Chair for Research Students. The School of Artsand Sdencespublishedan articlein the
Daily Pennsylvanian concerning textbook prices The Director of Librariesisinteregedin
the fact that the pricesof textbooks are rising and he wants to provide alimited number of
textbooks for students that would be availadein the libraries Vice Chair for Finance Christa
Heyward noted that some students purchase used textbooks. Vice Chair for Professional
Students Mar Abramsky askedwhy students are requiredto purchase course packs which
contain non-copyrighted materials. Mr. Abramsky statedthat the problem liesnot with
textbooks, but with these course packs. Vice Chair for Student Programs Christina Arlt stated
that the Penn Library scans course readers free of charge but that the professors are unaware
of this. ViceChair for Sccial ActivitiesJesicaKim noted that BlackBoard contains a
copyright warning. Mr. Rennekamp stated he will bring thisissue to the meeting with the
Director of Libraries Ms. Arlt suggested helping the library advertise to the faculty that
anything they give to Campus Copy or Wharton Reprographics could also be scannedin at
thelibrary. Ms. Arlt statedthat professors give the Penn Bookstore copiesof their required
book lists but are not requiredto send these book titlesto thelibrary. Ms. Arlt suggested that
professors should send the book lists to both the Bookstore and the library. Mr. Abramsky
statedthat after Mr. Rennekamp attends this meeting to let him know if a professional
student committee needs to be formedin order to deal with thisissue. Mr. Rennekamp stated
that if anyone would like to attend this meeting at 4pm tomorrow to email him. Ms.
Heyward askedif in the weekly email notifi cations concerning the open positions of Vice
Chair for International Affairs and Vice Chair for Research Students could be added. Vice
Chair for Communications Alexandra K otsovos stated that she would include this
information in the GAPSA weekly emails. Mr. Rennekamp stated that thisinformation
should be public. Ms. Kim agreed, stating that it would increase access to GAPSA.

ViceChair for Sccial ActivitiesJessicaKim askedwhat to do when some
representativesstay for 30 minutesat the GA meeting, leave, and return specifically for the
happy hour. Ms. Kim also suggesteda 100 drink cap. Vice Chair for Student Programs
Christina Arlt suggestedbeing more careful when handing out the drink tickets by only giving
out 2 at atime.

Ms. Thorpe stated that not many students are interestedin sitting on the university Housing
and Conference SevicesAdvisory Board. Ms. Thorpe statedshe hasbeen actively recruiting
in Sansom Place and will try the International Council next. This committee doesnot have a
regular meeting schedule. Ms. Thorpe mentionedthat students may not know that Housing
Servicesalso overseesthe Office of Off Campus Living and not just Sarsom Place. Vice
Chair for Professional Students Mat Abramsky stated he would forward information
concerning this committee to the Real Estate Clubs.

Vice Chair for Social ActivitiesDReport

Vice Chair for Social ActivitiesJessicaKim stated that she may need some Executive Board
members to help out at the Moshulu Annual Meet and Greet on September 25th.

Vice Chair for OperationsOReport

Vice Chair for Operations Sardn Smith sent out the invitations specifiedby the GAPSA-
Provost Interdisciplinary Award recipients.

Standing Committees

Ms. Smith hasalso been compiling the General AssemHy School Representatives)
Certification of Appointment formsand the standing committee preferences although not
many of these formshadbeen turnedin. Vice Chair for Sccial ActivitiesJessicaKim stated
that she would like 8 people to sit on her standing committee. Vice Chair for Student
Programs Christina Arlt stated that she would like 5-6 or no more than 8 people to sit on her
committee. ViceChair for Communications Alexandra Kotsovos stated that she would like
2-3 people to sit on her committee. ViceChair for Finance Christa Heyward stated that she
would like 8 people to sit on her committee. Vice Chair for Student Life Nikki Thorpe stated
that she would like 8-10 people to sit on her committee. First Vice Chair Alejandro Hagan
stated that he would like 8 people to sit on a OGadresOad hoc committee of the General
Assmeldy which would meet at the same time asthe GA standing committees Ms. Thorpe
suggested creating a similar adhoc committee to help run the Campus Climate Survey. Ms.
Heyward stated that some of the Finance Committee members could sit in this committee as
the Finance committee will only meet twice during the semeger. GAPSA Chair Andrew
Rennekamp askedwhether the GA members know this. Ms. Heyward statedthat they did and
likedthisfact. Mr. Rennekamp askedwhether GAPSA should create an ad hoc committee to
aid in the creation of the Climate Survey. Ms. Kim statedthat GAPSA should. Mr.
Rennekamp stated that he was unsure whether having both a Gradred and a Climate Survey
committee would detract from the Standing committees Ms. Heyward statedthat the
number of people on each standing committee could be reduced to accommodate these two
extracommittees Ms. Arlt stated she could have 5-6 people on her committee and Ms. Kim
stated she could have 7 people on her committee. Mr. Hagan statedthat he is recruiting
people other than GA School Representativesto sit on his Grad-est committee. Mr. Hagan
statedthat he will have two GradFes committees one to focus on event planning and one to
focus on GradFeg operations. Mr. Rennekamp asked who would leadthe Campus Climate
Survey sinceit could not be an Executive Board memberwho currently leads an existing
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standing committee. Mr. Rennekamp, Ms. Agbaje, and Ms. Smith currently do not leada
standing committee and Ms. Heyward offeredto help aswell.

New Business
Publicizing in GAPSA Weekly Emails

Vice Chair for Communications Alexandra Kotsovos stated that there are a number of
student groups expressing intered in publicizing their eventsin the GAPSA weekly emails.
First Vice Chair Alejandro Hagan stated that only GAPSAsponsored events are included in
these emails. Ms. Kotsovos statedthat technically thisis not happening according to these
rules. GAPSA Chair Andrew Rennekamp stated that some administration-sponsored events
are also included in the weekly emails. Vice Chair for Finance Christa Heyward suggested that
GAPSA include and integrate a Google Calendar for this. Ms. Kotsovos stated that a Google
Calendar could be used to post any event, not just GAPSAevents, since thereis not enough
roomin an email to include all events. Ms. Kotsovos notedthat there should be a place
where students can find alisting of all events on campus. Ms. Kotsovos stated she will put
these student groupsOevents on the Google Calendar and not in the GAPSAweekly emails.
Vice Chair for Professional Students Mat Abramsky suggesteddrafting a policy concerning
itemsincluded in the GAPSAemails and distributing thisin an email to the student groups.
Mr. Rennekamp suggestedincluding in this email information on putting events on the
already existing University Calendar which can be accessed from the main Penn homepage.

Committee Orientation Plans

GAPSA Chair Andrew Rennekamp, Vice Chair for Equity and Acces Esther Agbaje, and Vice
Chair for Studert Life Nikki Thorpe createdan agendafor tonightOdJniversity Committee
Orientation meeting. There will be an introduction to GAPSA an introduction on the
structure of the University, information on committee member expectations and a chance
for Student Life Policy Council and Pluralism Council breakout sesions. Mr. Rennekamp
suggested changing the agenda order so that the presentation on the University Structure
(called CPenn101Q) given by Anita Mastroeini and DeAnna Chung of the Graduate Student
Center would befirst. Ms. Thorpe stated she only needed 10-15 minutesfor her breaout
sesson. Mr. Abramsky askedwhether Ms. Thorpe needed help. Ms. Thorpe invitedMr.
Abramsky and anyone else to sit in on her breakout sesion. Mr. Rennekamp statedthat if
an Executive Board member is not headng a policy council, then he or she iswelcome to
leave after the introductions.

GA Meeting on 9/24

Mr. Rennekamp suggestedan agenda for the General Assembly meeting on September 24"
The agendawould include a regatement that the election for Vice Chair for Resach
Studerts and for Vice Chair for International Affairs will be held on October 8" and the call
for nominations. Also included on the agendawill be approving the FY 2009 (2008-2009)
budget, approving Deputy Vice Chair appointments, approving University Committee
appointments, approving Standing Committee appointments, and approving Vice Chair for
Professional Students Mat Abramsky Osappointment asParliamentarian. At this GA meeting,
the Assembly will also discuss and set focusissues. Mr. Abramsky suggestedbrainstorming
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focusissues at this GA meeting and then at the next GA meeting set the focusissues. Mr.
Rennekamp suggested mentioning to the GA that the Executive Board already hada
brainstorming session on issues. Mr. Abramsky suggestedincluding a quick RobertORRules
lesson at the begnning of the meeting aswell. Vice Chair for Social ActivitiesJesicaKim
statedthat there will be new representativesat this second GA meeting and akedwhether a
re-introduction would be necessary. Mr. Rennekamp stated that the Executive Board
members will introduce themselvesduring the Executive Board reports. Ms. Heyward stated
she would give the GAPSA monthly budget report if it is completedin time. Mr. Abramsky
stated one person from the Professonal Council may give a short report. First Vice Chair
Alejandro Hagan emphaszedthe importance of attendance asthe GAPSA budget must be
approvedat this meeting. Mr. Abramsky suggested each Executive Board member email his
or her assigned school emphasgzing attendance at General Assembly meetings. Mr.
Rennekamp stated he would send an email reminding the school government presdents

Appointment to TrusteesCommittee on Academic Policy

Mr. Rennekamp put forth a motion to appoint Vice Chair for Professional Students Mat
Abramsky to the TrusteesCommittee on Academic Policy in place of resgnedVice Chair for
Resach Students Vick Doan-Nguyen. Vice Chair for Student Programs Christina Arlt
seconded the motion. The motion passesunanimously.

Funding the Mentoring Program

Mr. Rennekamp statedthat in the pas GAPSAhashelpedfund the mentoring program
between undergraduate and graduate students. The Graduate Student Center expects GAPSA
to contribute $900 thisyear. ViceChair for Finance Christa Heywardstated that for the pas
3 years GAPSA hasfunded thisbut it wasnot included in the budget. Vice Chair for Student
Programs Christina Arlt stated that many graduate students sign up for this program but
many are not matchedwith an undergraduate. Ms. Arlt statedthat the concern iswhether
GAPSA should fund this program when so many gradate students are not matchedwith a
mentee. ViceChair for Finance Christa Heyward stated that many undergraduateshave not
heard of this program. Ms Heyward stated that the new Director of the WomenO<enter,
Dr. Litty Paxton, isalso involvedwith the College Housesand will help with advertising for
this. Mr. Abramsky askedfor what the funding isused Ms. Heywardstated that each mentor
receivesa $9 coffee card so that the mentor and mentee can go to Cosi and talk about issues.
Vice Chair for Scocial ActivitiesJessicaKim stated that she believed the funding went towards
supporting a Graduate Student Center graduate student fellow. Ms. Arlt statedthat this
program is based on volunteering and no graduate student fellow. Ms. Arlt also statedthat
there exists a disconnect between advertising and interes in this program. Ms. Heyward
statedthat the funding also isused to pay afellow to match up graduate and undergraduate
students. In addition, former GAPSA Chair Dan Grabell was concernedthat the funding went
towards benefiting undergraduates Ms. Heywardstatedthat the program hasalread/ begun
for thisyear. Mr. Abramsky stated that the GAPSA budget haslimitations and GAPSA
cannot always alide by previous decisions. Ms. Heyward suggested that Anita Madroeini, the
Director of the Graduate Student Center, come to an Executive Board meeting to speak about
this mentoring program. GAPSA Chair Andrew Rennekamp ageed to ak Ms. Magroeini to
present the mentorship program and funding request to the Executive Board at the next
Executive Board meeting on October 1, 2008.

Legal Services
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Mr. Rennekamp statedthat he wasrecently reminded that GAPSA also cosponsors alegal
servicesprogram, which is also not currently included in the GAPSAbudget. GAPSA gives
funding so that students may receive free legd services Mr. Rennekamp statedthat both the
Undergraduate Assembly and GAPSA contribute to this. Vice Chair for Finance Christa
Heyward stated that she believedthe UA paid for these servicesand openedit up to graduate
students. Vice Chair for Communications Alexandra Kotsovos stated that the legal serviceis
funded by the UA and the mentoring program is fundedby GAPSA. Ms. Heywardstated that
GAPSA doesnot fund the legal servicesprogram but about 50% of students utilizing this
service are graduate students. Mr. Rennekamp will speak with the UA to see which programs
the UA intends to fund thisyear. Mr. Rennekamp askedto table this discussion until more
information is available. The motion to fund the mentorship program in the amount of
$900 was tabed.

Tickets and the Graduate Student Center

Mr. Rennekamp statedthat the GSC recently hasbeen overwhelmedwith the number of
tickets being sold through their office. Thisis more of atiming issue and more attention
should be paid when coordinating event datesand how many tickets are permittedto be sold
in oneday. ViceChair for Student Programs Christina Arlt statedthat she must notify the
GSC one week in advance when the tickets to an event will be sold. Ms. Arlt also attempts to
allow 2 weeks for ticket sales Thus, she must have an event completely planned out 3 weeks
in advance. Thiscreatesbadkup at the GSC and the number of total tickets being sold
through the GSC. Mr. Rennekamp statedthat Ms. Arlt and he have a separate meeting
concerning thisissue. Vice Chair for Professional Students Mat Abramsky suggestedthe idea
of online ticketing. Mr. Rennekamp received an email from a Wharton student asking about
GAPSAQsntered in an online ticketing service called Giicketleap.comQ However, issues
exist if GAPSA started selling tickets online. Some students do not own acredt card and
some events still require distribution of a paper ticket. Mr. Abramsky suggested someone
standing at the gate of an event and handing out preorderedtickets. Ms. Arlt statedthat this
would be difficult to do. Mr. Abramsky stated that members of a standing committee could
help out with this. Mr. Rennekamp also mentionedthat it would be difficult to ensure that
the person purchasng the ticket is 21 years of age and is agraduate or professional student at
Penn. Mr. Abramsky statedthat he can envision solutions to these problems. Ms. Arlt asked
who would be checking the validity of thes. Mr. Abramsky statedthat if someone doesnot
obey thes rules then they cannot enter the event. Vice Chair for Finance Christa Heyward
stated the ticket would then bewaged Vice Chair for Sccial ActivitiesJesicaKim stated
that GAPSAwould lose money assome of the event ticket costs are subsidized by GAPSA

Mr. Rennekamp askedto tade thisuntil the next meeting. The discussion wastabed.
